Cassandra Shore has been a pioneer in the development, 
education, and creative exploration of and about the dance of the 
Arabic- speaking world since 1975. She opened The Cassandra 
School in Minneapolis in 1978. From 1981 to the present, she has 
made research trips to North Africa and the eastern Mediterranean, 
leading to invitations to teach and perform in Egypt. To fulfill her 
vision of Middle Eastern dance as the theatrical equivalent of 
Western dance arts, she formed Jawaahir Dance Company in 1989 
and remains its Artistic Director. 
 
Cassandra will present Technique Intensive, a non-stop 
smorgasbord of techniques and combinations that every dancer 
should have tucked away in their movement repertoire, ready for 
use at the drop of a hip.  

 
 

Riskallah Riyad is an instructor and performer of unparalleled 
originality. Her combinations and choreographies are imaginative 
and challenging. Her love of dance and unlimited vitality show in 
both  the classroom and in each and every performance. Her solo 
and ensemble choreographies in folk and classical Oriental styles 
demonstrate a deep understanding of their cultural origins. Her 
work always retains an authentic flavor while being distinctly her 
own. Further, her contemporary fusion works succeed in expressing 
modern day reverence, mystery, and appreciation for drama.

Franklin. Learn how to stand out in a crowd by adding texture and 
depth to your dance through phrasing and articulation. Say it proud 
without having to say it loud.

As the 
original artistic director of the Caravan East Dance Troupe, and 
then through Dancing Turtle Folk Arts, she has  performed and 
taught these dances throughout the mid-Atlantic region for more 
than two decades, and is proud to have been selected twice to 
perform in the ODU Local Choreographer's Showcase. She 
considers dance to be serious fun.

The Comfort Inn is located at Milepost 17 on the Beach Road. Most 
rooms are equipped with a microwave and small refrigerator. 
Continental breakfast is provided in the breakfast room every 
morning.

A double room rate of $90 (soundside) or $105 (ocean view) is 
being offered ($10 each  for a third and fourth person), and a limited 
number of King rooms are available for $105 (ocean view).
